Course Description

Each lesson is designed around the Common Core State Curriculum Learning Standards. Online Instruction

This unique hybrid model will be a learning curve for everyone, so I encourage you to ask questions, keep in touch, and follow the schedule (posted weekly) for assigned readings and assignments.  It is important to manage your time and create independent work habits on virtual learning days. On days your cohort is scheduled to be in school, you can expect to receive a traditional lesson. If you are all virtual, you will be Zooming into class during your scheduled class time. On the days you are not scheduled to be in school, you will be completing an assignment or reading that corresponds to the lesson received the previous in-class day. Fridays will primarily be used for time to work on independent work and to ask questions during Zoom office hours, by phone, or by email.  There may also be opportunities to meet in person on Fridays for additional help.

Most of the instruction will be posted online through Microsoft Teams and Office 365. Full texts, lesson PowerPoints, handouts, and assignments will be posted weekly on Microsoft Teams. In order to access Teams, students should log into their Office 365.

4. Obtain make-up work immediately after an absence. It is the student’s responsibility to see me when returning from an absence.  Check Microsoft Teams to access the lesson and work missed and see me with any questions.
5. Unexcused late work may be submitted for half-credit within 1 week of the initial due date. 


Grading Policy

	All grades are weighted. This means that grades will be divided into categories, and each category will count towards a percentage of the final quarter grade. At the beginning of a quarter, assignments will be worth a great deal, but as more work is submitted, values will diminish substantially. Please note that all assignments serve a purpose and that each category is important to the overall grade. Students should always work to the best of their ability and turn in everything on time. Sometimes, however, students are unable to meet the deadlines and instead are encouraged to submit incomplete assignments rather than take zeros. 

· Tests and Quizzes/Formal Writing/Projects – 40%
· Class Work – 30%
· Participation (Warm-Ups) – 20%
· Homework– 10%
